Historic surroundings, our festive atmosphere, quality 
entertainment and good food will make your Christmas 
event at Towneley a memorable one.

The hall contains fine period rooms, which include a 
Great Hall, Regency entertaining rooms, Elizabethan long 
gallery and Victorian kitchens, as well as a fine collection 
of 17th Century oak furniture, 19th Century oil paintings 
and the rare Whalley Abbey vestments on display near 
the Towneley Chapel. Guided tours by entertaining 
costumed staff take place throughout the year. 

Another highlight is the portrait of Charles Townley  
(1737 - 1805) painted by John Zoffany, proudly displayed 
in the art gallery. The museum of local history is well 
worth a visit and in fine weather admire the formal 
gardens or the surroundings on the sculpture trail and 
woodland walks.

The recently refurbished Old Stables restaurant and café is 
just a short walk from the hall and serves everything from 
light refreshments to home cooked meals.

Recent restoration work, all funded by the Heritage 
Lottery Fund, has created additional parking spaces, 
including a dedicated drop-off point and coach parking.
